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Study regulations for the course of studies … with the degree Bachelor of … (B. .) at Chemnitz University of Technology
Pursuant to § 13 paragraph 4 in conjunction with § 36 paragraph 1 of the Law on Institutions of Higher Education in the Free State of Saxony (Sächsisches Hochschulgesetz - SächsHSG) of 10 December 2008 (SächsGVBl. [Saxon law gazette] p. 900), last amended by article 21 of the Law of 15 December 2010 (SächsGVBl. [Saxon law gazette] pp. 387, 400), the faculty committee of the Faculty of … (in agreement with the faculty committee of the Faculty for … and) in consultation with the Senate of Chemnitz University of Technology enacts the following study regulations:
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The male person and role terminology used in these regulations applies to both male and female persons. Women may transfer titles and functional designations to the grammatically feminine form. The same applies to the awarding of university degrees, academic designations and titles.

General provisions

§ 1

Scope
Based on the valid version of the examination regulations, these study regulations govern the goals, contents, structure, scheme and management of the course of studies … with the degree Bachelor of … at the Faculty for … of Chemnitz University of Technology.
§ 2

Start of course and standard period of study
(1) The start of course is generally possible in the winter semester (and in the summer semester). 

(2) The standard period of study is six semesters (three years). The course of studies includes modules with a total of 180 creditpoints (CP). This equals an average workload of 5400 hours of study. 
§ 3

Admission requirements

The admission to the bachelor programme … requires the general higher education entrance qualification, an adequate subject-restricted higher education entrance qualification, a subject-related master craftman’s diploma or a higher education entrance qualification approved as equivalent by legislation. 
§ 4

Methods of teaching

(1) Forms of teaching may be: lectures (V), seminars (S), exercise courses (Ü), projects (PR), colloquia (K), tutorials (T), practical courses (P) or field trips (E). 
(2) Tutorials for the support of students, especially for first-year students, are regulated in the module descriptions
(3) The module descriptions contain also regulations concerning courses held in English language.

Private, distance and part-time studies
